International | Please pray for South Asia as there has
Prayer Focus | been serious flooding. Millions of people
have been left homeless and dozens
killed after the hydro-power dam on
Tsatistu lake in the remote mountain
kingdom of Bhutan burst, adding to
annual monsoon flooding in south Asia
which normally affects large areas in
eastern India, Nepal and Bangladesh. A
third of Bangladesh has been affected,
with three million people marooned,
thousands searching for shelter and
several people killed. India’s worst-
affected region is the tea-growing state of
Assam, where the army has used
helicopters to rescue people living on an
island in the Brahmaputra river: the island
was submerged after the dam was
breached. Pray for those who have been
bereaved and made homeless, and for
staying power for those bringing relief
and help.
